CONTROL PANEL REMOVAL

This video shows how to remove the control panel to access the wiring harnesses in behind.

With the machine unplugged, remove
the separator and fan housing from the
M108S body.
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Remove the 1st and 3rd screws here as well.

Reach in behind and push the back of
the control panel to help loosen it.

Toreinstall the control panel, simply reverse
the steps. Set it back inside the front body
panel, andreplace the first and third screw
on the left side of the control panel.

Replace the plexi side panel,

To the right of the control panel you'llsee
4 screws. Remove the 1st and 3rd ones.
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You may be able to remove the control
Ponel easily b?/ gently pulling on the knolbs
rom the fronf.
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The back of the control panel has
three wiring harnesses plu%ged info it,
The harness on the left is the group of
wires connected to the sensors. Note,
this harness has a b Poss_oﬁcched to it
which may be used for diagnosing and
froubleshooting issues.

If the ebox panel was removed, replace
this and install the 6 retaining screws.

...fan housing and separator.

Onthe oPposi‘re side of the control panel,
remove the clear side panel so you have
access fo the screws in behind.

If it doesn't ﬁop out easily, you'll need
to remove the ebox panel to give the
confrol panel a push from the back. To
do this, remove the 6 small screws that
hold the ebox panel in place.

The harness in the middle connects back
to the fan, blade and tumbler VFDs and
the harness on the right connects back
to the linear actuators for the machine filt.

Head fo the opposite side of the control
panel and replace the first and third
SCrews.
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
